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Results are furnished in Table. It shows that the respondents with monthly income of
upto Rs.5000 comprises of 34% respondents. Those earning belo®0&E to 10006/ per
month have accounted for about 28%. Monthly income distribution of this nature across
employees with disabilities perhaps may not be a general pattern in Indian context. To
estimate monthly household income of employees, the responsesob&ined first in
respective currencies and then converted the same into Indian currency for ease of
comparison.

The
situation has worsened due to rapid growth of population and expansion of this town
Increasing tourism will certainly enhance the pressure on the existing systems.

c. Municipal Solid Waste Garbage Dsposal.

Increase in tourist inflow will add considerable amount of solid waste, especially
polybags garbage, etrequiring more systematic disposal and awareness about necessity of
categorywise segregation of garbage.

d. Road Transport.

As seen abee, about 100% tourists arrive Mhandu by road, travelling withiMandu
is even more by road, and within thewn it is totally by road. The situation of traffic is
already pathetic which is going to be even worse in future. NHDP (National Highway
Develgppment Programme) for widening, improvement and construction of roads statiee
will boost tourism inMandu also. More availability of buses will be helpful in reducing
pollution as well as irritation of overcrowding and traffic jams.

e. Impact on Pultic Facilities.

Boost in tourism will also have extra pressure on other public facilities like medical,
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sanitation, communication etc.

conduct of tourists cause terrible disturbance to wildlife, especially in their breeding and
feeding activity.

Amitav Ghosh is one of the best known Indians writing in English today. He holds a
place of singular distinction among the contemporary writers of fiction in English. As Dr.
R.S. Pathak opines: " Amitav Ghosh is one of the brightest stars in the gathrynoivelists
who appeared in the 1980s. "

What makes his emergence so distinctive is the fact that he chose to illumine those
areas of darkness which seemed to have lurked on the horizon of Indian writing in English
since the very baadgitahitynof hisgarratibnlishiazgely demeodant on the
fact that it is firmly embedded in the native soil". So far he has written five novels, one
travelogue, and one reportage ; but this small oeuvre has ensured him international renown.
His books inalde - "The Circle of Reasdnpublished in 1986, The Shadow Linés
published in 1988.1h an Antique Lant published in 1993.The Calcutta Chromosorhe
published in 1996, Dancing in Cambodia, At large in Burthgublished in 1998,
"Countdown published in1999. The Glass Palatgublished in July 2000 and his latest
novel 'The Hungry Tide"published in July2004. Amitav Ghosh contributes regularly to

various international literary magazines and journals. Many of his works have been translated
into French, talian, German and Bengali. He is a winner of several national and international

awards.
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Amitav Ghosh was born in Calcutta in 1956 several years after India's
independence. His mother, a simple housewife, grew up in Calcutta and her memories were
thatof Mahatma Gandhi and his movements of-naalence and civil disobedience, and the
trauma of partition in 1947. His father belonged to Chapra, Bihar. In 1942, one of the most
tumultuous years in Indian history, he left home to join the British colanmay in India at
the age of twenty one. The stories and events narrated to Ghosh in his childhood made an
indelible impression on his mind. He graduated from St. Stephen's College, Delhi, and did his
post graduation from the Delhi University. He receivedcholarship for D.Phil in social
anthropology which took him to the Oxford University. His anthropological studies and
research took him to the villages of Egypt. He admits that his campus life and travels within
and without the country contributed to disvelopment as a creative writer. Presently he lives
in Brooklyn, USA with his wife and children. His wife Deborah Baker is senior editor at
Little Brown & Co. She is the biographer of Laura Riding.

Within a few months Ghosh started his second novéttwhe called 'The Shadow
Lines', a book that took him back in time to earlier memories of riots, once witnessed in
childhood. Ghosh submits that this book is " not about any one event but about the meaning
of such events and their effects on the indigldwho live through them."

Ghosh's concept of history colours all his writings. His sense of historicity and the
fictional framework renders history more lively and readable. Ghosh virtually bends his
novels to the needs of history and they largely @etheir shape and purpose from it. We
observe both political and historical consciousness in his fiction. Amitav Ghosh describes
himself as a traveller interested in men, places and scenery. He has the infallible eye of a
travel writer. Journeys form reand important part of Ghosh's fictional landscape. His
travels have contributed to his ability to move his characters in and out of their native settings
with confidence and ease. "Traversing borders becomes almost an obsession with Ghosh.
Men set up bords.......... but Ghosh's the make it clear that these are mental constructs
............ the lines on the maps are shadow lines.” A journey becomes a metaphor in Ghosh's

Ghosh's novels are aliowmarration. A novelist makes meaningful constructs to
understand the meaning of the world. Story telling becomes a way of looking at the world
and life at large. According to Bill Buford, the founder editor of Granta, Ghosh "is a natural
story teller andbne of the most exceptional talents of his generation.” Ghosh makes unique
experiments by combining various themes and techniques. He approaches human affairs from
unconventional points of view like anthropology, sociology, history, psychology, medical
science, and has been able to discover a considerable body of information that furnishes the
basis for a provisional understanding of human beings. There is an Austen like austerity in
Ghosh's approach. He does not venture into fields of which he has rmaficsexperience or
at least imaginative grasp. He ignores those aspects which do not appeal to him or shape his
consciousness. Ghosh is not interested in the world without. His centre of concentration is the
world within - how it is affected by the outs& world, and how it learns to come to terms
with the world without.

Ghosh writes about a vanished era, but does not lose his claim of being a modern
writer, because most of the situations, characters and passions that he deals with belong to no
particular age or society. Infact Ghosh's writing is a part of the "multiglelsdor a new
dimension of reality which could combine past and present.” He has a healthy respect for the
validity of emotions. He believes that emotions are shape and conditioned by economic
environment, by class values and aspirations and above athdmory and nostalgia.
Emotions are personalized but because they are conditioned by the process of history,
geography, economics and sociology, they assume dimensions of universality.

Both the tragedy and vitality of his native land figure in Ghoséaisse of creativity.

Making a comparison with the British and American writers who have a fear of emotions,
Ghosh says, "with Indian writers, its just the opposite: there is a wish to connect with people
emotionally.” It is Ghosh's personal endeavor to enddose connections stretch beyond the

borders themselves. Unlike the contemporary Indian novelist who feels the immense weight

of cultural baggage, Ghosh has found liberation by crossing borders. "I've never felt that my
imagination was bound by India"ays Ghosh, who claims inspiration from the peripatetic

medi tations of V.S. Nai paul who is also of
unmatched in its sheer power 0 he says. He ¢
important that as Indianse must reclaim the world and that Ghosh has done sincerely and

confidently. It is from Naipaul that Ghosh acquired his pellucid prose, the tone of
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understatement and the irreplaceable word. He has the wanderlust of a Hemingway, travelling
regularly formaterial.

The fifty Seven year old novelist defies categorization even after his seventh book. He
has seamlessly shifted from genre to genre weaving into his work such diverse forms as
culture, history, science, travel and reportage. As he admits iofdme interviews- " The
issue of what novels are is not settled for me. What genre | write is not a question | ask
myself. Writing for me is a process of becoming. When you are faced with the stark reality of
the blank page in the morning, that is thediwhen the hammer meets the anvil. And there is
no telling in which direction the sparks will fly." Over the years, though the sparks have
flown in different directions and Ghosh believes that in his works there is a consistency of
theme, if not form, wdind in his works a consistent interest in science and the diaspora.
Ghosh always believed in researching his material and writing. In fact he is the critic's
novelist, and he has his own set of readers who are interested only in what lies between the
coves of his books and not the hype and buzz that accompanies the launching of his books.
He confesses that he himself is his ideal reader and " what kind of book | would like to read ?
.............. in a way, governs what | write." Ghosh is not a book apggaon. Every detail and
locale that he depicts is authentic and meticulously researched. "Modernism gave us an
aestheticized version of the novel." he says. "I am not concerned with taking it to a point
where it has no connection with the world around urs fact it is the world around us that
keeps Ghosh going. Ghosh is his own critic. "There is so much in my work which comes
from life and experience. As long as my curiosity exists my material is inexhaustible." he
proclaims optimistically.
